GCE AS and A-level Studies
The Course

This intensive two year programme is designed for students who have completed the first year of senior high school and who intend to progress to a UK university to study a degree programme.
Course Structure

The first year of the course is called AS–level and students usually study three subjects in depth. The emphasis in the first year is on gaining knowledge and skills and applying these in appropriate situations.

During the second year, called A2, students continue to study the same subjects as in the first year but the course places more emphasis on analysis and synthesis and the evaluation and interpretation of materials. Throughout the course students are required to read critically and selectively. 
Entry Requirements

Students should be 16 years of age or over at the start of the programme, have completed the first year of senior high school or equivalent and have English language ability equivalent approximately to IELTS 5.5.
Course Content

There are over 40 different subjects to choose from on the course but international students often study Mathematics, Business Studies, Accounting, and Economics or science subjects: Biology, Chemistry and Physics. It is usual for students to study three subjects and each subject usually has two modules. Students also follow IELTS test preparation classes.
Assessment

Students are assessed in the main by examinations. There are usually two examinations in each subject, one in January and one in June during the first year and similarly two examinations in the second year. Some courses require course work assessment as well. Students must display good studentship in order to be entered for examinations. Students are also encouraged to enter for the IELTS test.
Certification

Students sit for internationally recognised examinations set by UK national awarding bodies. A-level qualifications are recognised by all UK universities.
Start Date and Duration

The programme will begin on 3 September 2012 and finish at the end of June 2014.

Course Fees

The course tuition fee is £6825.00 for a single fee payment at the start of September each year.
Additional Information
It is important that students study subjects that they like and are motivated to learn and do well in since the top 20 British universities require 3 subjects at grades A*, A or B for most courses. Oxford and Cambridge usually require 4 subjects at grade A and achievement in areas outside the academic curriculum. In order to be successful students need to be hardworking, motivated and self-disciplined. 
The college has excellent A-level results. In June 2011 the A-level pass rate was 97% with 22 subjects having a 100% pass rate including Economics, Physics and Biology. 72% of subject grades were A* to C grades.

This programme is an excellent preparation for students wishing to progress to university and, combined with our on-campus Woodlands Hall of Residence which provides full board and a very secure environment for students under 18 years old at a very reasonable cost, provides an excellent choice for parents
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
